3.6 DEMOLITION HEARING ONE -DETERMINATION OF

ARCHITECTURAL SIGNIFICANCE
The first step in the demolition review process is a public hearing to determine
if the building contributes to a lochlstoric district or continues to meet
standards for designation as a local landmark. At this hearing staff shall present
the following:
1. The historical and/or architectural significance of the property;
2. The history of all structures on the propentgluding the approximate dates
of additions and significant alterations;
3. A determination of the historical and/or architectural significance of a
structureds additions, significant alterat
4. Application of criteria fodesignation (see 2.1) to the structure in question.

A determination regarding the significance of the structure will be made prior to
considering details of the demolition and hardship application, and any projects
for new construction on the site. Doisg allows the Commission to determine
the importance of the structure solely upon architectural and historical criteria.
If a structure does not meet the criteria or contribute to the historic character of
a local district, then an Authorization to Prodder demolition shall be issued.

The quality of significance in Baltimore history, architecture, archeology,
engineering, and culture is present in districts, sites, buildings, public interiors,
structures, and objects that possess integrity of location, design, setting,
materials, workmanship, feeling, and association, and:

1. That are associated with eventd tieve made a significant contribution to

the broad patterns of Baltimore history; or

2. That are associated with the lives of persons significant in Baltimore's past;
or

3. That embody the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, or method of
constuction, or that represent the work of a master, or that possess high artistic
values, or that represent a significant and distinguishable entity whose
components may lack individual distinction; or

4. That have yielded or may be likely to yield informatimportant in

Baltimore prehistory or history.
